To participate in the Classroom Helpers program you need to complete the Classroom Helpers course run by the school
during Term 1 each year. This course is a component of the Victorian Early Years Literacy Program and is designed to
support the work of parents, helpers and aides who assist in classrooms. The program runs for three consecutive weeks
and is presented by teachers from the school. Topics include: Being a Helper, Helping with Speaking and Listening,
Helping with Reading, Helping with Writing.
