Parent Satisfaction  
The parent opinion survey is distributed to a randomly selected group of parents in 
August each year. The survey is provided by the Department of Education and Early 
Childhood Development (DEECD). In the survey parents are asked to what extent 
they agree with the statement, „Overall, I am satisfied with the education my child 
receives from this school’.

Ivanhoe Primary School‟s average score for parent satisfaction is 5.68 on a scale 
from 1 to 7, where 7 is the best possible score. The 2007 Parent satisfaction score 
was 5.82. 
  
A total of 56 from 75 randomly selected parents completed the 2008 Parent Opinion 
Survey. The General Satisfaction variable received 56 responses. Of these 
responses six parents (11%) neither agreed nor disagreed with the level of 
satisfaction statement. Two parents (4%) mildly disagreed with the statement. 
General satisfaction with the school was scored at 85%.   
 
Teacher Satisfaction 
Organisational Health at Ivanhoe Primary School is very strong. The percentage rank 
for teacher satisfaction (school morale variable from 2008 staff survey) at Ivanhoe 
Primary School was 87.4%. The variable score was 4.5 on a scale of 1 to 5 where 5 
is the best possible score.  
 
Teacher Absence 
The average number of days absent per teacher in 2008 was 8.30 which was above 
the state average of 6.40. In 2008 the above average absence score can be 
attributed to two teachers taking long term sick leave prior to their resignation.  
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Retention 
Of the 37 teaching staff at Ivanhoe Primary School at June 2007 (including those on 
leave without pay) 32 or 87% were still at the school at June 2008. This figure across 
all Government schools was 84%.  
 
Teacher Participation in Professional Learning 
Provision of a quality Professional Learning Program has continued to be a high 
priority at Ivanhoe Primary School. Significant funds and resources are allocated to 
the Professional Learning Program. We have continued to adopt the approach to 
professional development that utilises the expertise of teachers combined with 
external programs. Professional Learning sessions are conducted as a regular 
feature of the meeting schedule. Sessions are in line with the school‟s Annual 
Implementation Plan focussing on Student Learning, Student Engagement and 
Student Pathways and Transition. 
 
Term one Pupil Free Day focussed on planning and 2008 organisation. The following 
two Pupil Free Days focussed on School Self- Evaluation and the development of a 
2009-2012 Strategic Plan. Expertise from Northern Region were utilised to provide 
professional learning sessions on interpreting multiple sources of data to assist with 
the self-evaluation report and future goal setting. The final Pupil Free Day for the 
year, in term 4 was allocated for report writing. 
 
Two staff members, Sue Jones and Kaye Herd were successful in obtaining Teacher 
Professional Leave and developed a whole school scope and sequence in Spelling 
incorporating VELS. In conjunction, a series of professional learning sessions were 
provided to staff.  
 
Ivanhoe Primary School conducts a successful Induction/Mentoring program for 
beginning teachers and teachers new to the school or working in a new area of the 
school. In addition, as part of their individual Performance and Development Plans 
staff are required to visit other areas of the school. They are encouraged to reflect on 
their visit with the aim of improving teacher practice and communication within and 
across teams. There were also collegiate visits to other schools. 
 
Other professional learning sessions that all staff participated in included:  
Student Health – Mandated Anaphylaxis training conducted by Ambulance Victoria; 
Level 2 First Aid training for core staff. Dietician, Merril Bohn provided staff with 
diabetes training and review of management plans for specific students. 
Staff – session on stress management and relaxation exercises; Legal Liability 
session conducted by representative from the AEU and Mary Walker from the 
Victorian Institute of Teaching provided information regarding requirements for 
continued registration. 
 
Targeted professional learning in leadership succession and career development has 
continued to be a priority. 
 
Teacher Qualifications 
All teachers in Victorian Government schools are registered with the Victorian 
Institute of Teaching. The requirements for registration can be found at 
http://www.vit.vic.edu.au/content.asp?Document_ID=241.

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Principal's Report  
The 2008 school year opened with an enrolment of 506 students, the fourth year in 
succession that enrolment passed the 500 mark.  
Some of the major highlights in our various areas of operation included: 

 Enrichment and Intervention  programs catering for students at either end of 
the learning spectrum 

 As an accredited 5 Star Sustainable School  there was continued promotion of 
sustainable practices centred on:- 

* Minimising waste & litter   *Reducing energy consumption 
* Conserving water    *Increasing biodiversity 

 A supportive and productive relationship shared between the school‟s staff 
and the parent community continued to thrive which assisted our children to 
achieve excellent results in literacy and numeracy 

 The first National Assessment Program – Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) 
tests was conducted in May 

 2008 was the year of Self Evaluation, Review and Planning leading to the 
completion of a school review document  

 The completion of the review process led to the development of the school‟s 
the 2009-2012 school strategic plan  

 In line with the Olympic Games theme a walkathon was held in term three 
raising $18 176 

 Main building classrooms were refurbished in January with  the removal of 
platforms, the installation whiteboards and laying of wall to wall carpet 

 The 12th Celebrating Music concert for students in grades 4-6 was held at the 
Ivanhoe Girls‟ Grammar in November 

 In September the Junior School concert (grades prep – 3) was held in 
September. The theme for the concert was ‘’So you think you can dance’. 

 Level Four students (Years 5/6) participated in a school tour of the nation‟s 
capital and the Level Three students (Year 4) experienced an enjoyable 
adventure camp in Anglesea  

 Plans were finalised to install water tanks prior to the start of the 2008 school 
year 

 Many children from grades 3 to 6 participated in University of New South 
Wales competitions in English, Maths and Science, winning many high 
distinctions and distinctions 

 Improvements to school facilities included a new floor covering, cupboards 
and a replacement bench top in the canteen.  

 Enhancement works for the second OSHC building were completed 

 A solar energy system generating up to 2 000 watts of electricity was installed 
on the roof of the main school building 

 Funded OSHC places increased to 85 after school student places and 50 
before school student places 

 Effective school committees operated in Finance, Education, Buildings and 
Grounds Development, Facilities, Out of School Hours Care, Canteen,

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Student Progress & Achievements 
 
The Percentile / SFO (Student Family Occupation Rating) provides comparisons 
between schools. The Department of Education and Early Childhood Development 
has produced a chart that plots a school‟s SFO density and LBOTE (Language 
Background Other Than English) proportion against all government schools.  The 
higher the SFO density, the lower the percentile, the lower the socio economic status 
 

In the school level report the exact SFO percentile of the school is not presented. 
Instead, the 20% of schools with an SFO density most like the reported school is 
shown as a red SFO percentile range.  School means as percentiles against SFO 
percentile range is shown in the school level report. 
 

In 2008 Ivanhoe Primary School‟s SFO density was 0.16 and the LBOTE proportion 
was 0.14. This information computes to a low SFO density, a high percentile and 
higher socio economic status.

4% of Year 3 students achieved at the National Minimum Standard, Band 2. 
95% of Year 3 students achieved above the minimum standard, Band 2. 
This is well above the state mean score and at the SFO percentile range.

8% of Year 5 students achieved at the National Minimum Standard, Band 4. 
88% of Year 5 students achieved above the minimum standard, Band 4.  
This is well above the state mean score and slightly below the SFO percentile range 
 

Writing 
Year 3 
4% of Year 3 students achieved at the National Minimum Standard, Band 2. 
96% of Year 3 students achieved above the minimum standard, Band 2.  
This is well above the state mean score and within the SFO percentile range. 
 
Year 5 
6% of Year 5 students achieved at the National Minimum Standard, Band 4. 
93% of Year 5 students achieved above the minimum standard, Band 4.  
This is well above the state mean score and at the SFO percentile range. 
 
Spelling 
98.8% of students were achieving at or above the National Minimum Standard for 
Year 3 and Year 5. 
 
Numeracy 
Year 3 
2% of Year 3 students achieved at the National Minimum Standard, Band 2. 
97% of Year 3 students achieved above the minimum standard, Band 2.  
This is well above the state mean score and slightly below the SFO range. 
 
Year 5 
8% of Year 5 students achieved at the National Minimum Standard, Band 4. 
91% of Year 5 students achieved above the minimum standard, Band 4.  
This is well above the state mean score and just below the SFO range. 
 
Grammar and Punctuation 
98.8% of students were achieving at or above the National Minimum Standard for 
Year 3 and Year 5. 
 
Comment 
The 2008 NAPLAN results in all areas are outstanding and illustrate our high 
performance against National Benchmarks in Reading, Writing, and Mathematics at 
years 3 and 5. 
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Student Achievement in Reading Prep-Year 2

Data Analysis 
 
Prep:  
In 2008 all Prep students were reading at 100% for Level 1.  
98.4% of Prep students were reading at or above instructional Level 5. This was well 
above the state average of 81.3% and within the SFO percentile. 
From 2007 to 2008 there was a significant increase of Preps reading at or above 
Instructional Level 5 text. (2007 = 87.7%, 2008 = 95.4%) 
 
Year One: 
The number of Year 1 students reading at or above Instructional Level 15 text was 
slightly lower in 2008. (2007 = 97.3%, 2008 = 95.4%) 
Year I results were well above the state mean (+9%) but slightly below the SFO 
percentile range. 
 
Year Two: 
There was a significant increase from 2007 to 2008 in the number of students 
reading at or above Instructional Level 20 text (2007 = 97.7%, 2008 = 98.6%). 
Year 2 students reading at Instructional Level 20 was significantly higher than the 
state average (94.5%).This at the SFO percentile range. 
There were 93% of students in Year 2 reading at or above Level 25.  
 
Comment 
Students at Ivanhoe Primary School continue to achieve results well beyond state 
means. This is due to; 

 maintenance of a high quality Early Years Program 

 provision of Reading Recovery, Intervention and Enrichment programs.  

 whole school emphasis on Literacy related Professional Development to 
further develop teaching strategies and share understandings and consistent 
approaches. 

 ongoing commitment to updating and improving upon resources with an 
emphasis on ICT 
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Student Achievement Against Victorian Essential Learning Standards (V.E.L.S)

On average 82% of students across Prep to Year 6 to be achieving at or above their 
expected standard in English and Mathematics.

Teacher assessment of student progress against VELS in Writing indicated 100% of 
Preps, 98% of Year 1, 97% of Year 2, 93% of Year 3, 97% of Year 4, 94% of Year 5, 
and 93% of Year 6 students were at or above expected standard. 
 
Teacher assessment of student progress against VELS in Speaking and Listening 
indicated 100% of Preps, 100% of Year 1, 97% of Year 2, 98% of Year 3, 98% of 
Year 4, 98% of Year 5 and 97% of Year 6 students were at or above expected 
standard. 
 
 
Numeracy 
Teacher assessment of student progress against VELS in Number indicated 100% 
of Preps, 98% of Year 1, 97% of Year 2, 99% of Year 3, 92% of Year 4, 97% of Year 
5 and 99% of Year 6 students were at or above expected standard. 
 
Teacher assessment of student progress against VELS in Measurement, Chance 
and Data indicated 100% of Preps, 98% of Year 1, 99% of Year 2, 99% of Year 3, 
96% of Year 4, 98% of Year 5 and 99% of Year 6 students were at or above 
expected standard. 
 
Comment 

 Students across Prep to Year 6 performed well above targets in English and 
Maths. 

 No data was provided for 2008 State Mean comparison and SFO percentile 
range.  

 There was significantly more students assessed above the expected level in 
Reading and Writing compared with Speaking and Listening. 

 There was significantly more students assessed above the expected level in 
Number compared with Measurement, Chance and Data. 

 There continues to be a need for on-going moderation and rich assessment 
tasks for Speaking and Listening and Measurement, Chance and Data.

 Goal: 
To be at or below the state mean 
 
Comment 
The Prep to Year 6 mean score for student absences was 12 days per student, per 
year. This was below the state benchmark of 13.4. This was achieved in all levels 
with the exception of Year 2 which recorded a mean of 13.5. This particular cohort of 
students has consistently recorded absences above the school mean in the years 
2006-2008. Year 5 & 6 students had the least number of days absent (10.7), which 
was also below the school mean. 
 
There are a large number of families who elect to take extended family holidays 
during the school term. 
 
No comparison could be made with SFO percentile range as no data was provided. 
 
Recommendations 

 Parents whose child is absent for a period exceeding 10% of school days in 
any given term to be contacted. 

 Unexplained absences to be followed up with parent contact. 

 Investigate the “It‟s Not Okay to be Away” program kit. 

 Utilise the newsletter to inform parents about the importance of punctuality 
and attending school. 

 Continue with extra curricula activities, as anecdotal evidence suggests that 
these act as an incentive for students in years 5 & 6 to attend school. 
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Students' school connectedness – Schools present and discuss the school 
connectedness data from the Student Attitudes to School Survey.

Mean scores to be above the State mean 
 
Comment 
During the period 2006-2007 results have continued to be within the effective to 
excellent spectrum, indicating that Year 5 & 6 students have a strong sense of 
belonging and involvement in the school. 
 However, 2008 results (4.27) are slightly lower than 2006 (4.36) and 2007 (4.42). 
 
Recommendations 
The following strategies continue to be implemented: 
 

 provision of quality programs and resources that engage students across all 
year levels 

 the introduction of Interactive Televisions to engage students through the use 
of ICT 

 provision of a wide variety of extra curricula activities e.g. grades 5 & 6 Rock 
Band, Dance Club 

 involvement of year six students in the Prep Peer Leader program 

 provision of opportunities for students to present themselves in different 
forums – e.g. sports reports, Junior School Council, music performances

Comment 
Seddon Street Kindergarten was the main source of Prep students in 2008 providing 
37.70% of the school‟s enrolment. This was slightly lower than last year's intake of 
50%, but comparable with 44.12% in 2006, 32.94% in 2005, 35.92% in 2004, 36.00% 
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in 2003 and 40.00 % in 2002. We can expect therefore, at least a third of our Prep 
intake to come from Seddon Street each year.  
 

In summary Seddon Street continues to be our main feeder kinder, with the numbers 
coming from other sources varying from year to year. Livingston Street Co-Operative 
Learning Centre, Fairy Hills and East Ivanhoe kindergartens continue to be 
consistent sources of students, with the remainder coming from a whole host of 
different kindergarten, child care centres and creches.
