SUNSMART AT IVANHOE

A reminder that, in line with our Sunsmart Policy, all children
now require sun protection while in the school playground.
This includes an approved design hat at all times.

Children are also encouraged to apply sunscreen through the
day and wear sunglasses to protect their eyes. Please
ensure your child’s hat and sunglasses are named clearly.

From the beginning of September through to the end of
April:

v Slip on clothing that covers as much skin as possible

v Slop on SPF 30+ broad spectrum sunscreen and
reapply every two hours

v Slap on a broad brimmed hat

v Seek shade

v Slide on some sunglasses.

Take particular care during the middle of the day between
11am—3pm (daylight saving time) when UV levels are
highest.

The SunSmart UV Alert is in the weather section of your daily
newspaper. Use it to check the UV levels for the day and the
times you need to use sun protection. You can also find the
SunSmart UV Alert on the web at: www.bom.gov.au/weather/
vic/vic-uv-index-map.shtml

The higher UV levels from September to April means most
Victorians should be able to maintain adequate vitamin D
levels with a few minutes of sun exposure on the face, arms
and hands in the morning or afternoon each day.

Does your child suffer from asthma or from an allergic
reaction?

If so, and you haven't received an “Asthma Action Plan” or
“Notification of an Allergic Reaction”, please obtain one from
the office as we are currently updating our records. If
medication is required by your child, please send to school
clearly labelled with child’s name and instructions, along with
a completed form (available from the office).

ANUT FREE SCHOOLO
Anaphylaxisd Severe/Life Threatening Food Allergy

At Ivanhoe, we have a significant number of students with
anaphylaxis (severe/life threatening food allergy).

We ask parents to be aware of the food your child is bringing
to school. Nuts and foods containing nuts are the main
culprits.

Our aim is to have a nut-free school, and we ask all families
to consider excluding spreads such as peanut butter, Nutella
and loose nuts from children’s lunches/snacks and save
these for at-home treats.

Accordingly, Darren Parsons, our Canteen Manager, has a

policy of not stocking nut products in
our school canteen.
