Century :  Every primary school will 
receive funding under this program. 
Funding will be provided for the 
construction of facilities including 
libraries, multi-purpose halls, sheltered 
outdoor learning areas or early 
learning facilities, classrooms or 
refurbishment of existing facilities.

every Australian school will be eligible 
to receive funding for maintenance 
and minor building works. Funding will 
be allocated on the basis of 
maintenance and minor works needs 
and on student enrolments.
