TRAFFIC CONGESTION

As most parents will be aware our
school, like most schools, experiences
some traffic problems at the beginning
and end of the school day.

Please try one of these - you and your
children will be safer, you'll often get
here quicker, you will improve life for
families who live near the school, the
exercise will be good for you and it will
help your blood pressure too.
