BUILDING THE EDUCATION 
REVOLUTION 
The Federal Government economic 
stimulus package includes 2.3 billion 
dollars of funding for school 
infrastructure and maintenance.  
 
There are two components which 
are applicable to Ivanhoe Primary 
School - The National School Pride 
program and the Primary Schools for 
the 21

st
 Century program. 

 
Under the National School Pride 
program we have applied for funding 
of $200,000.  The timeline for 
submission of this funding proposal 
was very short with the application 
only available to be completed on 
line from this week with the closing 
date being yesterday, March 18

th
. 

 
The Bu i ld ing  and Grounds 
Development committee has moved 
quickly to apply for funding for 
school grounds refurbishment. The 
funding gained would be added to 
locally raised funds from this year‘s 
school fair profit and remaining 2008 
walkathon funds. 
 
The funding proposal involves 
installation of a large synthetic grass 
playing surface to be located west of 
the football goal posts near the 
cricket nets extending to the second 
OSHC building. This large playing 
area would include the cricket nets 
and provide a multi - purpose playing 
area for sports such as soccer, 
hockey, volleyball and bat tennis. A 
second part of the project would be 
the installation of a water storage 
tank to irrigate the reminder of the 
school oval. The third part of the 
project would provide funding of 
$20,000 for playground equipment. 
 
Under the Primary Schools for the 
21

st
 Century program Ivanhoe 

Primary is eligible for a school hall. 

The hall would be a fixed design 
using a Department of Education 
template. Schools do not have 
any say in the design of the hall. 
The idea of a school hall is 
obviously great news for us. The 
issue, given the school‘s site 
restrictions, is determining the 
best place to situate the hall. 
Once again the timeline for 
i n f o r m in g  t h e  E d u c a t i o n 
Department of whether we 
proceed to the building of a hall is 
very short. School council will 
discuss the hall construction at 
next Wednesday‘s meeting.
