Ivanhoe Primary School was a 
successful applicant in round one 
of the NSP program component of 
the Australian Government‘s 
$14.7 bil l ion Building the 
Education Revolution (BER). 
 
We will receive $200 000 for 
school oval refurbishment. The 
plan is to upgrade the existing 
soccer area to a synthetic grass 
pitch with multisport line markings. 
The synthetic grass will include 
the cricket nets. 
 
The project will also include the 
installation of a large water tank to 
harvest rain water. The tank would 
be connected to the existing 
irrigation system.  
 
Funding is expected to be 
forwarded to schools by the end of 
June which will hopefully enable 
the commencement of the project 
in semester two.
