TRAFFIC CONGESTION

This week | have witnessed traffic
congestion in both Lowe Street and
Ailsa Grove particularly before the
3.30 pm dismissal bell. In Ailsa
Grove there is often a line of
vehicles queuing for the two minute
drop off zone. At times this queue
has extended all the way back to
Waterdale Road. The long queue
has caused heavy congestion
resulting in frustration and even
anger from the drivers of other
vehicles entering Ailsa Grove.

To help ease the congestion the

2. Park in other major areas
nearby, such as the Town Hall
car park or in lvanhoe Parade
itself (and then walk through
the little park opposite the
school), or the Coles car park;

3. Park in another street close by
such as Green Street and
walk.

4. Park in Tate Street and enter
the school grounds via the
Tate Street gate.

Please try one of these - you and
your children will be safer, you'll
often depart the school quicker, you
will improve life for families who live
near the school, the exercise will be
good for you and it will help your

blood pressure too!
