BUILDING THE EDUCATION
REVOLUTION (BER)

In semester two work will commence
in our school grounds using funding
provided by the Commonwealth

Governmentds eco
package.

The Building the Education
Revolutionds Nati
program will provide Ivanhoe

Primary School with $200 000 for
school oval development. This
project involves the installation of a
260 000 litre tank to store runoff
water to irrigate the school oval. A
synthetic grass multi playing surface
will also be installed in the area
where the soccer field is currently
located.

Another Building the Education
Revolution program is called Primary
Schools for the 21st Century. This
program will enable infrastructure to
be built or refurbished in primary
schools, P-12s and special schools
across Victoria.

Ivanhoe Primary School is eligible
for funding to construct a new
multipurpose hall (gymnasium,
indoor sporting centre, assembly
area and performing arts centre).
The architect appointed to our
school for the hall construction
visited our school on Monday June
1% to discuss the project and help
determine the best location for the
hall. Our new hall will be placed in
the area where the current outdoor
basketball court is situated. The date
for the commencement of the hall
construction in semester two will be
advised shortly.

The development works will provide
a huge benefit for our school. Of
course the construction / installation
phase will cause interruption to the
outdoor daily operation of the school

but any short term pain will be
offset by the long term gain for the
