PRIMARY SCHOOLS OF THE 21°"
CENTURY

It is official! Ivanhoe Primary School
is a successful Round Two applicant
of the Primary Schools for the 21%
Century element of the Australian
Government Building the Education
Revolution (BER) program.

Funding of $3 million will go towards
constructing a new multipurpose hall
consisting of a gymnasium, indoor
sporting centre, assembly area and
performing arts centre.

The location of the hall will be where
the existing outdoor basketball is
situated. The school community is
invited to view plans displayed on
the noticeboard outside the
multipurpose room. Plans are of the
site of the hall within the school
boundaries and a detailed floor plan
of the hall. It is important to note
that we cannot alter the “footprint’
of the design internally or
externally.

An architect and a project manger
have been appointed to oversee the
total project. During the week we
have had surveyors and engineers
complete their preliminary work. As
yet, there is no specific date for the
commencement, however it is
anticipated that it will be in early
semester two. The project will take
up to ten months.

We recognise that this will cause
some disruption in regards to pupil
movement but the end result will be
worthwhile.

GOOD HEALTH PRACTICES

Classroom teachers are reminding

students of the importance of good

general health hygiene practices
such as:

. Cover your nose and mouth
with a tissue when you cough
or sneeze.
