During the Grade 5 working bee, the 
garden area in front of the main 
bui lding underwent a major 
transformation. Thank you to Alex 
Lett for organising this project and to 

her helpers who worked tirelessly 
to renovate the garden area. 
Thank you also to Duncan 
Cuthbert for plant advice and 
ordering. 
 
BUILDING THE EDUCATION 
REVOLUTION (BER) 
There are two components to 
Building of the Education 
Revolution.  The National Schools 
Pride (NSP) and Primary Schools 
for the 21

st
 Century.   

The NSP component will provide 
Ivanhoe Primary School with 
$200,000 for school oval 
development.  This project 
involves the installation of a 
synthetic playing surface across 
the bottom of the school 
incorporating soccer pitch and 
cricket nets. A 260,000 litre tank 
will also be installed to capture 
storm water runoff to irrigate the 
school oval. Currently the 
B u i l d i n g s  a n d  G r o u n d s 
Development committee are in the 
process of seeking tenders for the 
project. 
Primary Schools of the 21

st
 

Century funding will go towards 
constructing a new multipurpose 
hall consisting of a gymnasium, 
indoor sporting centre, assembly 
area and performing arts centre. 
Our new hall will be placed where 
the current outdoor basketball 
court is situated. Surveyors and 
engineers have visited the site. 
The Buildings and Grounds 
committee are in constant contact 
with the architects to ensure that 
works are done in the best interest 
of the school. 
As the two projects progress, we 
will endeavour to keep the 
community informed through the 
newsletter.  Plans of the school 
oval development and the new 
multipurpose hall can be viewed 
on the noticeboard outside the 
multipurpose room.

BEST DEFENCE AGAINST FLU 
The best defence against flu is to wash 
your hands. Wash them often with 
soap and water, especially after you 
cough or sneeze. This is the most 
effective thing that you can do to fight 
the flu over the coming months.  
Classroom teachers are continuing to  
remind students of the importance of 
good general health hygiene practices 
such as: 

 Cover your nose and mouth with 
a tissue when you cough or 
sneeze. Throw the tissue in a 
plastic lined rubbish bin after 
you use it. 

 Wash your hands with soap and 
water, especially after you 
cough or sneeze and before 
meals. Alcohol-based hand 
cleaners are also effective. 

 Avoid touching your eyes, nose 
or mouth. Germs spread that 
way. 

 
Families are encouraged to support 
these practices. If your child is unwell, 
you should seek medical attention and 
avoid public places and close contact 
with others.
