ACTING PRINCIPAL

BUILDING THE EDUCATION 
REVOLUTION  
As you will be aware the Federal 
Government’s stimulus package 
includes funding for building projects 
in all schools. The time frame for the 
commencement of works is very 
short. Schools receive a telephone 
call informing them of the imminent 
arrival of a government appointed 
architect.  
 
Our school had a choice of a hall or 
six classrooms and a library Centre. 
Our site was suited to a hall. There 
was not sufficient time to seek 
school wide consultation. The 
Buildings and Grounds Development 
Committee met with the project 
manager and the architect to discuss 
the plans for our school. 

The architect looked at our school 
site, considered possible locations 
and then determined the best 
location for the hall.  
The aim of the stimulus package 
is to create jobs which meant 
projects needed to be agreed to 
and signed off quickly. The hall is 
a template (cookie cutter design) 
meaning individual schools do not 
have any say in the design layout.  
 
The building works will cause 
disruption in the short term. 
However the completed hall will 
provide a much needed indoor 
facility for our school. The 
commencement date for the hall 
construction is yet to be advised.
