From the Principal

Dear School Community Members:

The first 4 weeks of term three have
passed very quickly. With the arrival
of August my thoughts now include
planning for 2010. We expect an
enrolment of 495-499 students next
year accommodated in 21
classrooms. Improved facilities next
year will be welcomed by students,
teachers and parents. The
remainder of this year will be busy
with school camps and concerts
significant events. The continued
involvement and support from
parents will ensure successful
outcomes for our school.

BUILDING THE EDUCATION
REVOLUTION

There is little to report on likely
starting dates for the school building
works funded by the Federal
Government’s economic stimulus
package. As you will be aware our
school has been funded for school
ground development under the
National School Pride (NSP)
program. lvanhoe Primary will also
receive Primary Schools for the 21st
Century funding for a Multi Purpose
Centre / Hall building.

Later this term the Buildings and
Grounds Development Committee
expects to finalise the selection of a
contractor to install a 260 000 litre
water tank. The committee will also
engage a contractor to install a
synthetic grass playing field. The
6 N S @edelopment project needs to
be completed by the end of this year.

There has been some media
coverage recently detailing the slow
progressof 6 Pr i mary Sch
21st C e butlding ywoérks in
schools. In some instances a
builder’s shed and security fencing is
the only indication of impending
works. This week | spoke to the
appointed project management
company who said they expected

work on our hall construction to
commence soon after the arrival
of the workers’ shed and security
fencing. The hall project is
expected to commence later this
term.
