SMOKE FREE SCHOOLS

The Victorian Government recently
announced the Tobacco Control
Strategy 2008-2013 with a focus on
promoting the health of children and
young people. The government has
subsequently issued a Ministerial
Order that bans smoking on state
school premises from July 1% 2009.
The Order seeks to ensure children
and young people are provided with
an environment that is guaranteed to
be smoke—free and therefore sends
a clear message that a healthy
lifestyle does not include smoking.

All state schools have been provided
with guidelines for the prevention
and management of smoking
tobacco. The guidelines aim to:

. Provide advice to school to
minimise the harm caused
by tobacco products

. Support the implementation
of smoke-free policies in
schools

The Order banning smoking on
state school premises includes all
activities that take place within
school boundaries. This will
provide practice that is consistent
with health education aims.

Parents are asked to take note of
the ban on smoking on all
Victorian Government school
premises

GOOD HEALTH PRACTICES
Classroom teachers are reminding
students of the importance of good
general health hygiene practices
such as:

Cover your nose and mouth with a
tissue when you cough or sneeze.
Throw the tissue in a plastic lined
rubbish bin after you use it.
