From the Principal

Dear School Community Members:

SCHOOL HALL

The hall construction project planned
for our school was the subject of an
article in this week’s edition of the
Heidelberg Leader. The article states
that many residents in Ailsa Grove
believe the hall will exacerbate
continuing ftraffic problems in Ailsa
Grove. Of interest was the following
statement in the article:

‘The $3 million complex will house a
gymnasium, indoor sporting centre,
assembly area and performing arts
centre.’

Our Hall: This statement definitely
describes an impressive complex.
However this description does not
apply to the multipurpose building
Ivanhoe Primary School is receiving.
Our hall is primarily a basketball
court with two side rooms and a
storeroom for equipment.

The basketball court in the hall will
be slightly smaller than the existing
outdoor basketball court. The indoor
court will be 28m x 15 metres
housed inside a room measuring
31m x19m. The area where our
current outdoor basketball court is
situated is 33 m x 16 m with the
actual court being 30 m x 15m.

Performing Arts Centre: The indoor
floor space will cater for physical
education lessons including games
and gymnastic activities. It will not be
a performing arts centre. Such a
centre would need to be much larger
to accommodate a seated audience
much like the performing arts centre

at lvanhoe Girls’ Grammar. Of
course there will no doubt be
occasions when our school

orchestra or our other music groups
perform in the hall much like they
currently do in our multipurpose
room near the canteen.

Assembly Area: In terms of the hall
being an assembly area the

dimensions of the indoor floor
space would appear to be
restrictive for a school assembly
involving students and a large
audience of parents.

Indoor Sporting Centre: The
phrase, ‘indoor sporting centre’
conjures thoughts of a much
larger facility such as seen at
many secondary colleges. As the
dimensions quoted above indicate
the indoor basketball court is
situated two metres from each
side wall it is reasonable, |
believe, to not view our facility as
an indoor sporting centre.

Traffic Issues: The Heidelberg
Leader article’s reference to
concerns about increased traffic
appears to be based on the
premise that the hall will be hired
for weekly sporting activities, for
example, use by a junior
basketball association. The school
council has not discussed or
scheduled any debate as to
whether the hall would be leased
to such associations. Either way
should the hall ever be hired entry
to the hall would not be via Ailsa
Grove.

Visual Impact: Our hall complex
will be situated 4 metres from the
school boundary in Ailsa Grove.
This will allow appropriate
landscaping and planting to
alleviate the visual impact of the
hall wall.

Need for a Hall: The Ivanhoe
Primary School community has for
many years wanted to know why
our school does not have a hall.
Parent survey responses often
say our facilities would be
improved with a school hall.

The school council has registered
the school’'s need for a building
project to enhance the learning
environment for our students.
