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Dear School Community Members: 
The cold weather we have 
exper ienced th is  week  has 
reinforced the need for students to 
be wearing warm clothing. All 
classrooms are heated which 
ensures a comfortable learning 
environment. However, outside in 
the playground students need to 
have suitable clothing to protect 
them from the cold weather. 
Hopefully warmer weather will be 
with us soon when we enter the 
season of spring. 
 
RIGHT OF WAY 
Banyule Council has voted to 
permanently close the Right-of-Way 
(RoW) between Livingstone Street 
and Lowe Street Ivanhoe to drive 
through vehicles. In 2004 a 
temporary bollard was been installed 
in the RoW making the area a safer 
pedestrian passageway for students, 
parents, staff and local residents. 
The decision to permanently install a 
bollard is great news for our school 
community and local residents who 
regularly use the RoW. 
 

I would like to acknowledge local 
res ident ,  Kevan Hi l l  whose 
grandsons attend Ivanhoe Primary 
School for his tireless work in 
advocating to Banyule Council the 
importance of permanently closing 
the RoW to drive through vehicles. 
Such dedication has enhanced 
pedestrian safety. 
 

As you may be aware a section of 
the RoW leading to Livingstone 
Street is unsealed and is therefore 
an uneven surface subject to pooling 
of water during periods of heavy 
rainfall. To make the area a safer 
passageway I have written to Cr 
Anthony Carbines, who represents 
the Olympic Ward on the Banyule 
Council, seeking his support in 
arranging for the asphalting of the 
unsealed section of the RoW. I am 
hopeful Banyule Council will look 
favourably on the school‘s request. 

EARLY ARRIVALS 
I am concerned about the number 
of children who are in the school 
grounds outside the times of 
teacher supervision. Teachers 
have a duty of care to children 
which, at this school, they 
exercise with great consideration 
and commitment. Supervision is 
provided 15 minutes before and 
after school in line with Education 
Department regulations. I believe 
it is unreasonable for parents to 
send or allow their children to 
come to school from as early as 
8.10 am in the morning before 
supervision has commenced. 
Parents who need to drop their 
child at school early in the 
morning should take advantage of 
the Before School Care program.
