Leading child psychologist, Michael 
Carr-Gregg, says children are 
interacting with a new world called 
‗Cyberia‘. Mr Carr-Gregg says it is, 
’A ‘frontier that is as dangerous as it 
is wonderful.‘ 
 
Ivanhoe Primary School‘s Anti 
Bullying Policy refers to four broad 

types of bullying. The fourth type 
is Cyber Bullying. This type of 
bullying could relate to being cruel 
to others by sending or posting 
harmful material or engaging in 
other forms of social aggression 
using the internet or other digital 
technologies. Cyber bullying 
includes: 
Flaming: online fights using 
electronic messages with angry or 
vulgar messages 
Harassment: Repeatedly sending 
nasty, mean and insulting 
messages. 
Denigration: Posting or sending 
gossip or rumours about a person 
to damage his/her reputation or 
friendships 
Outing: Sharing someone's 
sec re ts  o r  em bar r ass i ng 
information or images online 
Exclusion: Intentionally and cruelly 
excluding someone from an online 
group 
Cyber stalking: Repeated, intense 
harassment and denigration that 
includes threats or creates 
significant fear 
 
The teachers regularly remind 
children about the importance of 
using the internet appropriately. I 
urge parents to reinforce this 
important message and to 
regularly monitor what their son or 
daughter is doing online.

SUN SMART 
From September, five things to 
remember! 
Sun Smart has issued a message that 
with higher UV levels from September 
onwards, it is important to use a 
combinat ion of  sun protec t ion 
measures to minimise the risk of skin 
and eye damage, and skin cancer. 
There is evidence that when the UV 
levels are 3 and above this is the period 
when damage begins to occur.  In 
Victoria, this is from September through 
to the end of April. 
From September, five things to 
remember: 
1. Slip on sun-protective clothing 
2. Slop on SPF30+ broad spectrum, 

water resistant sunscreen 
3. Slap on a school approved hat 
4. Seek shade 
5. Slide on some sunglasses 
So now is the time to prepare your 
child‘s SunSmart regime and build it 
into your daily routine. 
At Ivanhoe Primary we are currently 
reviewing our SunSmart policy in line 
with the Cancer Council Victoria.  It will 
be posted on the IPS website once it 
has been ratified by School Council.
