NAPLAN 
The National Assessment 
Program – Literacy and Numeracy 
(NAPLAN) tests for primary school 
students in years 3 and 5 were 
held in May 2009. The NAPLAN 
tests are conducted by the 
Victorian Curriculum and 
Assessment Authority (VCAA).  
The results of the tests provide 
diagnostic information for parents 
and teachers about a child’s 
performance in Literacy and 
Numeracy. 

 
Tomorrow a personal student 
NAPLAN report will be sent home 
to parents of students who 
participated in the tests.  This 
report describes the student’s 
particular skills in reading, writing, 
language conventions and 
numeracy. The report will also 
show how the student performed 
in relation to national benchmarks. 
These benchmarks describe 
minimum acceptable standards for 
students across Australia. 
 
The NAPLAN results for our 
students were above the national 
and state average which means 
our students, as a group, 
performed very well.

The number, which is unique to each 
student, will be used as a key identifier 
on a student’s school records, and will 
remain with the student throughout his 
or her education, until reaching the 
age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, 
randomly assigned, and tied to stable 
information about the student (name, 
gender, date of birth).  
 
The introduction of the Victorian 
Student Number will provide the 
capability to accurately detect patterns 
of student movement through, and 
departure from, the Victorian education 
and training system. It will greatly 
improve the collection and analysis of 
timely and accurate data about 
education in Victoria.  
 
The Education Department collects 
information to track improvements 
made to the education system, identify 
areas that require further 
improvement, and to analyse trends 
and identify future needs. The VSN will 
improve the accuracy, reliability and 
completeness of this information, 
providing a better basis for assessing 
needs and developing policies to meet 
them.  
 
You will see the VSN appear on 
student report cards, enrolment 
confirmations, and exit confirmations.

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SUN SMART 
From September, five things to remember! 
Sun Smart has issued a message that with higher UV levels from September 
onwards, it is important to use a combination of sun protection measures to 
minimise the risk of skin and eye damage, and skin cancer. 
There is evidence that when the UV levels are 3 and above this is the period 
when damage begins to occur.  In Victoria, this is from September through to 
the end of April.

3. Slap on a school approved hat 
4. Seek shade 
5. Slide on some sunglasses
