 were paid a visit by the Victorian State Deputy Premier and Minister for Education, plus delegates which 

led to the announcement of our two million dollar capital works project. We employed an architectural 

group and the project planning has commenced. 

 through the process of accreditation increased OSHC student enrolment potential from 85 students to 120 

students. The program continuing to flourish. 

 built on the revolution and vision, with a boost from locally raised funds to employ a consultant and 

purchase new digital equipment. Our first innovation day was held demonstrating children’s digital 

learning. 

 introduced canteen on-line, whilst the canteen continued to provide not only lunches for our students and 

staff, it supported school special events days and for the first time ventured outside the school ground to 

the athletics day carnival. 

 created a new amphitheatre play space and installed sun smart shade sails whilst maintaining our 

grounds and facilities. 

 Over saw the removal of our old modular toilet building and installation of the new modular class rooms 

for 2017. 

 held and supported successful PFA events such as the school picnic, gala ball, trivia night, film night, 

orientation night, mothers’ day stall and fathers’ day breakfast, whilst maintaining the lunchtime club.
